WAIKOLOA LANDSCAPE AWARD NOMINATIONS SOUGHT

The Waikoloa Village Outdoor Circle and the Waikoloa Village Association are teaming up once again to present a Landscape Award to a deserving residence in Waikoloa Village.  A certificate will be awarded in recognition of outstanding landscape design and maintenance.  With the permission of the property owner, a sign announcing the award will be placed on the property for a limited time.  Nominated gardens must be visible, at least partially, from the street, for viewing by the public from the roadside.

This year, the Waikoloa Village Association will also be presenting a second, special award to a homeowner or tenant who has most improved the condition of their landscaping over the past year.
Both winners will receive a $50 gift certificate donated by Sunrise Nursery.

Deadline for nominations is August 1, 2010.
The Judging Criteria is as follows:

1. Aesthetics - 50 percent
Eye appeal is the focal point of aesthetics. Judges will evaluate plant groupings, texture combinations, grading, contouring and the use of hardscapes to enhance the overall look of the landscape. Maintenance practices must show proper pruning and staking techniques, along with the use of appropriate weed, insect and disease control.
  

2. Plant Selection - 25 percent
Plant selection must be appropriate for the function and style of the landscape and make good use of native plants.
3. Irrigation System - 25 percent
Judges are looking for an irrigation system that is properly designed and installed. Spray irrigation should be used only in turf areas and proper drip irrigation used for plants.
